Any Amateur Member who has won a world championship or placed in the top 10 at any AQHA
or AQHYA World Championship Show is ineligible to compete as a Limited Rider for that particular class.

Limited Rider points do not accumulate until you have received written notice of eligibility from AQHA. The
High-Point Limited Rider in each class as of December 31 will win a specially-designed Montana Silversmiths
belt buckle. The top 10 point earners in each class will be awarded certificates.
