R E G I S T R A T I O N  R E V I S E D

M A R C H – Upon discussion at the 2001
Annual Convention, AQHA’s Stud Book and
Registration Committee amended Article
VII, Section 6 of AQHAÕs Official Handbook of
Rules and Regulationsto include those Ameri-
can Quarter Horses with mottling on geni-
talia, in the axillary region (armpit), inside
the hind legs and under the tail that are not

typically considered paint characteristics. The committee also
unanimously agreed to relax the rule for breeding stock to be
consistent with the current restrictions for nonbreeding stock
by eliminating sub-paragraph (c) of rule 227. The Association
now has one “white-rule” standard for all registered horses. 
A U G U S T – AQHA’s Registration Services Customer Call
Center made its debut. Customers seeking information on
pending work, registration, transfer, lease, stallion breeding
reports, authorization, thoroughbred recording, HYPP and
DNA testing can simply place a call to registration services
for that information.
