Also, a trade show with vendors offering unique goods and services for all horse lovers will be held during these events.  

Each Regional Experience is open to exhibitors and owners residing in the states or provinces comprising the region. Each exhibitor also must be an AQHA member and cannot have placed in the top 10 in the preceding year’s FedEx Open, Bank of America Amateur, Bayer Select or Ford Youth AQHA World Championship shows and compete in that class at the regional level. However, top-10 finishers may compete in any other class offered.
